1808	Planning Matters
18/00007/TELCOM | Installation of 12.8m high smart metering radio mast and ancillary works | Proposed Telecommunications Mast South Of Barley House Main Road Burton Pidsea East Riding Of Yorkshire HU12 9AF – following discussion it was RESOLVED that that this application NOT be supported due to:-

1. the proposed mast is totally out of keeping with the village street scene
2. the proposed cabinets will result in views being obscured for vehicles egressing Barley Garth and residential property "Cherry Garth". It is worth noting that trees planted at a similar location previously were removed as instructed by ERYC Highways as they were causing obstruction of view for vehicles leaving Barley Garth and Cherry Garth
3. possible resulting audible vibration noise from the mast
4. possible inhibiting grass cutting machinery
Burton Pidsea Parish Council suggests there are more appropriate sites within Burton Pidsea Village for this installation that will not impact as severely on the street scene and/or cause highway safety issues as this current proposal does. New Road, the Yorkshire Water compound on Main Road or the car park a Burton Pidsea Garage are suggested as possible alternatives.

Burton Pidsea Parish Council feels strongly about this application and asks that, should the officer be recommending a different decision, it be referred to the East Riding of Yorkshire Council planning committee for consideration.
