T2 Ash tree (European) to fell 

and replant with Copper Beech. poor branch structure showing heavily 

loaded limbs with some previous wind damage also shallow decay in 

to old wounds. the tree has reached a greater height than the 


surrounding specimens and there is concerns to further wind damage. 

T3,4,5,6 Poplar trees to fell. Previously coppiced poplar trees have 

regrown to large multi stemmed examples and in there competition 

have grown tall thin and bias towards the highway. the base of these 

examples has cause for concern with some include unions and small 

amounts of decay present due to the weak nature of the timber 


concerns if left may fail on to the highway. replanting with silver birch 

trees will take place. T7 Ash tree to fell. the ash tree (multi stemmed ) 

has grown from coppice again but underneath a specimen beech tree 

in a very suppressed manner showing lots of lean towards the church 

over the boundary wall two of the three stems are showing strong
